Any photograph of an individual submitted to the Licensing Authority in non-electronic form must: 

(a) be of good quality; and

(b) have been taken not more than 6 months before the date on which it is supplied; and

(c) be a full front view of the face, head and shoulders of the person, with the head filling most of the

photograph; and

(d) have a plain, light coloured background (not white or dark) with no background shadow; and

(e) show the individual without a head covering, hat, head band, bandanna or scarf except for religious or

medical reasons. In all cases, facial features from the bottom of the chin to the top of the forehead and

both edges of the face must be clearly shown; and

(f) be a colour photograph; and

(g) be a good likeness of the person wide; and

(h) be on good quality paper.
